The law allows a business entity to purchase up to $250 of advertising space each calendar year in program books for fundraising affairs sponsored by a town committee. See General Statutes § 9‐601a (b) (10) (B).  Likewise, the law allows all other persons (including individuals, other committees and labor unions) to purchase up to $50 of advertising space each calendar year in program books for fundraising affairs sponsored by a town committee.  See General Statutes § 9‐601a (b) (10) (B).

Connecticut General Statutes § 9‐601a (b) (10) (B) provides that the following may not purchase advertising space in a program for a fund-raising affair sponsored by a town committee: (i) A communicator lobbyist, (ii) a member of the immediate family of a communicator lobbyist, (iii) a state contractor, (iv) a prospective state contractor, or (v) a principal of a state contractor or prospective state contractor.
*  If you are an individual you may enter an alternate address in lieu of your residential address only if you are admitted into the Address Confidentiality Program 

pursuant to General Statutes § 54-240(a) or if you are one of the individuals with protected address status articulated in General Statutes §1-217.
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
